Respected sir,

It is to bring to your kind notice that during this COVID-19 situation the fraternity
of Veterinary and Animal Husbandry has raised to the occasion and supporting the State
and District administrations in Identification, Containment and control measures, in
addition to our regular duties. In this regard it is to submit quoting above reference all the
state administrators have instructed the field functionaries to take up FMD vaccination
which was stopped due to Lock Down. In this regard we would like to bring to your kind

notice the following issues,

» Onset of summer with temperatures more than 40 degree Celsius is not ideal to
take up vaccination

» At high temperatures, animals will be under stress to maintain their body
physiology and milk yield and further above that vaccination can lead to more
stress on the animals.
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» Due to stress, animal immune system will not be in a position to release
antibodies to protect the animal from the pathogen for which we are intending,
thus leading to wastage of all our efforts both in terms of Manpower and
Revenue,

» In animals with parasitic load and young stock there can be casualties on
account of stress leading to economic loss to farmer and issues with farmers to
local veterinarians,

Further, in states where vaccination has started, they have already crossed 50

Y

to 60% of existing population in those states, which can develop Herd

Immunity and chances of outbreak is less.

We the Veterinary and Animal Husbandry fraternity with all respects is humbly

requesting the kind chair to postpone the FMD vaccination till the onset of the monsoon

which is 45 to 50 days away from now. 2.0
